In order to be eligible to try out for Milton High School volleyball, you MUST complete the Volleyball Registration link on our website by Monday, May 8th. You must also complete all health forms and have a current physical (website for uploading will be available soon).
Statement of Eligibility for Milton High School Volleyball

I certify that I meet all of the following requirements according to the “no pass, no play” rule.

1. I passed 5 out of 6 classes

2. I am on track for graduation

I understand that I must maintain these grade standards if I am selected as a Milton HS Volleyball Athlete.

3.  Additionally, I understand that I must be a current student at MHS in order to try out.

Booster Club / Financial Obligations
Dear Prospective Volleyball Parents:

Milton HS has the Volleyball Booster Club to support the Volleyball Program.  By having our own Booster Club, we have been able to use our funding to continue to support the Volleyball teams and Coaches at MHS. Fundraising is crucial for our program. 
Fundraising - Each Volleyball player/ parent will be expected to participate in mandatory fundraising expectations.  Each player must raise a minimum of $350 per season. 
Volunteering--Parents are also expected to Volunteer a MINIMUM of 10 hours per season.  This can be accomplished through score keeping, libero tracking, line judges, concessions, team moms, Senior Night, Teacher Appreciation night, End of Year Banquet. 
Expenses--Purchase of player packs, court time, summer open gyms, coaches’ salary, referees, equipment, conditioning, senior night, EOY Banquet and more.**
FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS per player
$50 – Player Fee Directly to MHS – This is a separate check written to Milton High School.
$300 – Player Packs – 4 practice shirts, Nike hoodie, Nike spandex, Nike cover shorts, 2 pairs of socks, Nike knee pads and Nike backpack embroidered with name and Eagle emblem (backpack for New Players).  $250 (player pack WITHOUT backpack purchase)
$250—Expenses - Pay for Tournaments, refs, conditioning, new equipment, summer tourney/open gym time, Coach salaries, insurance, EOY Banquet expense (does not include your tickets), senior night expenses, teacher appreciation night expenses, etc.
*NIKE Shoes will be purchased on your own. You can choose any NIKE shoe as long it is red, white, navy (or any combo of the 3 colors). Players must wear Nike.

TOTAL:--Due at Commitment Night on MAY 19th. Please pay by check, Venmo or credit card. Checks made payable to Milton Volleyball Booster Club.
ADDITIONALLY: $350 – Fundraising Expectation – This can be paid at Commitment Night OR you can choose to  participate in our fundraising activities (including Moe’s, HOPE House, and Banner Sponsorships) Fundraising must be paid in full by September 15th.
** Other items, such as Spirit Wear, will be available to purchase through an online store**

** Additional money or donations of food will be requested for team meals/snacks as determined by each team**

Fundraising Requirement:

Each player has a fundraising goal of $350. For those parents that prefer to just write a check, we will collect the check at commitment night on May 19th.  If you choose to participate in our fundraising activities to chip away at your dollar goal, we will share more information related to Banner Sponsorships, Moe’s, and HOPE House.
If you had a sponsor that did a banner last year, we ask that you go back to them again this year and ask for another year of sponsorship. Banner Renewal is $350. Brand new sponsor levels begin at $500 and up to $1500 for multi-year.  
Milton High School Volleyball Constitution 

All athletes are held to a higher standard. An athlete may be dismissed or suspended indefinitely until a meeting is held with the coach and athletic director. All Fulton County rules apply 365/24/7. This rule goes into effect once an athlete makes a team. Please familiarize yourself with the Fulton County Athletic Handbook on www.miltonhighschool.com under Extracurricular → Athletics or on our website (miltoneaglesvolleyball.com) under Important Forms
Team Commitment: 

Volleyball is a major personal commitment of my non-academic time and cannot be placed secondary to other non-academic activities. 
1. I am expected to participate in all practices, games, team projects, team activities as designated by the volleyball coaches. Failure to participate in these activities can lead to sitting out games. 
2. Volleyball is a commitment for the entire season. I will attend all games and competitions that my team requires. Multiple unexcused absences from practice/games will results in dismissal from the team.
3. Consequences for not following through with this commitment include not being eligible for any other sport during the same season. 
Away games: The players will be dismissed after 6th period to change and depart for their game.  Since they will occasionally miss 7th period, we strongly suggest requesting an online class or trying to get a class where work can easily be made up. Players/Parents should email teachers ahead of time to let them know that they will be missing 7th period during away matches.
Attendance: 

All players must have a good attendance record. If you miss school for a ½ day or more, then you may not be eligible to play at practice, a game, or any other function. Please schedule your appointments so that they do not conflict with your volleyball schedule. When you are absent from school, call your coach and leave a voicemail or email your coach during the day. 

School Behavior:

An athlete must maintain positive behavior in all classes and school activities. This means setting an example for others to follow. Any conduct which results to dishonor the athlete, the team, the school, or the community will not be tolerated. Behavioral expectations and prohibitions apply 365 days a year, 24 hours a day, in and out of the specific extracurricular season, and on or off school grounds (including social media). The following violations will not be tolerated and will be given appropriate punishment that will be determined by the coach:
 • Use of tobacco or illegal drugs
 • Use of alcoholic beverages 
• Inappropriate social media posts
 • Undesirable or immoral behavior 
• Violation of the honor code 
• Bullying and hazing 
• Any behavior considered inappropriate by a school representative 
• Players are to obey all Milton High School rules
 • Players are to obey all GHSA rules in the handbook 

Cell Phones: 

Cell phones may not be used during practices or games unless in the case of an emergency. If you have something that calls for immediate attention, please talk to your coach first. 

Transportation: 

Players are required to ride with the Parent Transportation that is arranged for each away game. Students are not allowed to drive themselves to games.  We will likely not have buses available to us since we leave during school hours for away games.
Team Behavior: 

• No gum chewing in uniform or at practice. 
• Hair must be pulled back for practice, games, and competitions. 
• Player to address any potential problems with their coach first.  Parents will be brought in for discussion if needed.
• Do not talk about a player in a negative way. 
• Respect each other. 
• Lead by example. 
• Always display good sportsmanship and a positive attitude. 
• Give 110% in all aspects of volleyball.
• Be neat in appearance. 
• Be proud of yourself, work hard, and strive to improve yourself and your team. 
JERSEYS:
The jerseys must be taken care of with respect for the next players to wear them. You will be required at the end of the season to have your jerseys cleaned and returned in the condition they were issued. Cleaning instructions will be provided. We suggest air drying all jerseys. 

*You will be responsible for replacing any jerseys that you misplace or damage. 
INJURY:

The school and coach assume no responsibility for an accident or injury that might occur at school during an event or away from school grounds.

RESIGNATION FROM THE TEAM:

If you must resign from the team, you and your parents must first contact the coach.  Please note the following:
1.You will be unable to participate in any other sports that have the same season (per GHSA)

2.You will be unable to try out for any other sport until Volleyball season has ended (per GHSA)

*If you resign from a team, you will not be eligible to receive a refund for any items (including fees or fundraising contributions, clothes, player packs or any other items ordered on your behalf)
PERSONAL FITNESS WAIVER:
Athletes at MHS may be eligible to apply for the Personal Fitness Waiver at the end of their season.  Athletes who wish to apply for the Personal Fitness Waiver must meet the following criteria: 1) The athlete and parents must adhere to all of the policies outlined by the School Governance Council regarding the requirements for the Personal Fitness Waiver. 2) The athlete must have completed the FULL SEASON for their team.  This timeframe is determined by the Coach. 3) The athlete must on the JV or Varsity Volleyball Teams
